Lone Working - for employees/volunteers who
may work in the church, carry out home visits or travel alone, particularly noting the
principles and responsibilities we ask you to observe to keep yourself safe. If you
have any questions about any of the above please see Judith Norton (Session
Clerk) or James Falconer.
