A word from Fiona (Forth Valley CAP Centre Manager)

Bookings over the last 12 months have consistently increased upon previous years
and we are supporting more people than ever before. We currently have 27 people
working with us and some of them are on an extremely low income. We've helped
someone get a bed, bedding and a carpet, have redirected pre-loved clothes to a
child who needed them and have done several foodbank referrals.
