The Need for Change – Part 3

Change Principles from Weeks 1 and 2:
· Die (to self) or die out – life comes as we take up our cross
· Fudge or follow the call of Jesus – halfway measures won’t work
· Live for self, or for Jesus – whose agenda are we pursuing?
· Ambassadors not attendees – mission has to be fundamental
· Children not champions – we will feel vulnerable
· Prayerfully on mission – are we fire without heat?
